The aim of the course

The course "History of Turkic Peoples" focuses on the formation and development of Turkic civilization,
governance, cultural-political, social structures in the context of medieval historical processes.

2) Demonstrate and apply knowledge about the history of world development from the period of the
Ancient World to the present: features, characteristics, historical stages, in the entire complex of specific historical,
comparative, interdisciplinary and theoretical aspects of general history and the main problems of the historical
process; the main problems of the theory and history of world religions, methods of studying and explaining
religion, their specificity and content, characteristics of world religions and their influence on the formation of
cultures.

The aim of the course:

"History of Totalitarianism and Political Repressions" examines the dynamics of the emergence and
development of totalitarian regimes in the 20th century, analyzing their ideological foundations, social mechanisms,
and repressive practices. Attention is given to methods of control over the population, the culture of fear, and the
consequences of repressions for society. Examples from various countries are also considered, allowing for a deeper
understanding of the impact of totalitarian systems on human rights and social structure.

As a result of studying the course the student will:

1) To develop knowledge about the totalitarian system in Kazakhstan, its victims, the GULAG system, and
skills in analyzing the historical consequences of political repression for Kazakhstan;

2) Demonstrate and apply knowledge about the mechanisms of totalitarian power, the fate of political
repressed, Kazakhstan's policy for the rehabilitation of victims of repression, the features of the GULAG system and
the consequences of tragedies of political terror.

The aim of the course

The historiography of the "Alash" movement examines the political, cultural, and social aspects of Kazakh
national revival in the early 20th century.

1) To form knowledge and judgments on historiography of the Alash movement, the history of the formation
of political parties and movements in Kazakhstan, and research skills to study the role and significance of the
activities of political parties and movements in the formation of sovereign Kazakhstan;

2) Know and apply knowledge about the biography and political path of the leaders of the Alash movement,
the contribution to the implementation of the ideas of national independence, the evolution of the formation of
modern political parties and movements in Kazakhstan.
