1) Know the main stages and patterns of ethno-demographic processes in Kazakhstan from the late
nineteenth to the early twenty-first century, including migration movements, urbanization, and changes in
population size.

2) Understand the factors and historical conditions that shaped the ethnic structure of the population of
Kazakhstan, as well as the influence of socio-political and economic processes on the country’s demographic
development.
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3) Analyze historical sources, statistical materials, and demographic data related to ethno-demographic
processes.

4) Apply comparative-historical, demographic, and statistical methods to study population dynamics,
migration processes, and ethnic changes.

5) Evaluate the impact of state demographic and migration policies on the ethno-demographic situation in
Kazakhstan during different historical periods.

6) Formulate scientifically grounded conclusions and present research results on the problems of
Kazakhstan’s ethno-demography in the form of scholarly publications, reports, and analytical works.
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
