Course Aim —to develop a systematic and holistic perspective on contemporary trends in general historical
science that studies global issues; to demonstrate their diversity and variety; to facilitate the development of skills
using new approaches, and to foster creative interests.

As a result of studying the course, the student will:

1) describe the main contemporary paradigms in the development of general historical science,
historiographical schools, and new conceptual approaches to explaining global historical processes;

2) analyze interdisciplinary connections in historical research (social anthropology, digital history,
global history) and their role in a systematic understanding of world problems;

3) apply modern scientific methods (microhistory, oral history, quantitative analysis) in processing
historical data and theoretical information to study the multidimensionality of historical events;

4) examine and creatively differentiate diverse perspectives and contradictory trends in world
historiography, determining their significance in forming contemporary scientific discourse;

5) critically evaluate the current level of historical science development, its potential for solving

global problems, and the role of historical cognition in modernizing public consciousness.
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
