5) draw up historical maps that reveal the processes of social development (for example, maps characterizing
the administrative structure of the country during various periods of its history, military-historical and historical-
economic maps);

6) organize research activities of students in historical geography using modern information, communication
and innovative technologies

5) Understand the mechanisms of transition from a society primarily regulated by religious tradition to a
secular model of social organization.

6) Grasp the process of transformation of religion and society under the influence of secularization.
