To introduce TESOL theory, research and practice to relatively inexperienced or
unqualified teachers that is accessible and that is supported by a wide range of teaching
materials, teaching ideas and classroom extracts, as well as encourage self-direction on the part
of students through the provision of follow up resources and ideas, and develop the necessary
knowledge, attitudes and skills to enable those students who desire it to go on to higher study.

1) must know:
- the essence, structure, functions of teaching literature in secondary schools of the Republic of
Kazakhstan;
- the basic laws and principles of the construction of a work of art;
- the content of the concepts "genre", "composition™, "portrait”, "landscape”, "image", "narrative
structure”, "chronotope", "interpretation”;
- the main methods, approaches and techniques for analyzing dramatic and prose works
presented in scientific works on the theory and practice of analyzing literary text.

2) must be able to:
- set goals, design content, optimally select teaching methods, forms and means of teaching the
literature;
- consider a work of art as a structure of interrelated elements;
- determine the methods and techniques of text analysis, taking into account its generic and
genre-specific originality;
- identify ways to implement the author's communicative task by analyzing the way he/she
arranges the structure and semantics of certain text categories;
- determine the role of various linguistic means in the creation of a genre-and-compositional and
text imagery.

3) must own:

- the skills of professional activities, including pedagogical, technology of the literature teaching
in secondary schools of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

- the skills of comprehensive analysis and interpretation of the text as a structural and semantic
education;

- the skills of correct application of the conceptual and categorical framework in the process of
analysis and interpretation of a literary text;

4) must demonstrate the ability and willingness to:

- arrange the training based on knowledge of the literature theory and history, common
regularities of the world literature emergence and development, cognitive, educational and
aesthetic value of the artistic development of Russian, Western European and Eastern literature,
the main curriculum works of art included in the updated educational program;

- carry out at the basic level the collection and analysis of linguistic and literary facts, literary
analysis and interpretation of the text.
