of supply chains; determine the benefits for supply chain counterparties when using various supply
chain integration technologies; manage risks and events in the supply chain; monitor supply chains;

3. must have a methodology for calculating the main indicators of supply chain efficiency
based on the use of the SCOR model; modeling and optimization tools for planning a rational
configuration of the network structure of supply chains; quantitative methods and models of optimal
dislocation of production and logistics capacities in supply chains; methodology for building and
implementing a balanced system of supply chain efficiency indicators; methods for studying macro
processes in supply chains; methods of building dynamic and adaptive supply chains; fundamentals
of risk management in supply chains; statistical methods for assessing logistics risks in supply chains.

3. must master the technique of developing effective commaodity distribution schemes; acquire
management, planning, organization skills in the main functional areas of logistics, i.e. transport,
warehousing, sales of products and stocks; acquire skills of a systematic approach to the logistics
system in order to cover all activities for the movement, storage of materials within the company and
its distribution plans.

The objectives of the course are as follows: to familiarize students with the general content of
IFRS, their role and significance in the modern world, the order of use in the preparation of financial
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statements; to ensure students' understanding of financial statements compiled in accordance with
IFRS: the general composition, the relationship of the constituent forms, the content and evaluation
of each of the forms; to give students an idea of the possibilities of data interpretation financial
statements prepared in accordance with IFRS; provide students with the opportunity to familiarize
themselves with specialized English terminology.

As a result of mastering the discipline , the student must:

To know: regulatory terminology, systems of regulatory regulation of accounting in
accordance with IFRS, systems of regulatory regulation of financial statements that meet international
requirements; the concept of preparation and presentation of financial statements in accordance with
IFRS; methods of forming an opinion on the financial condition of an economic entity based on data
obtained from financial statements prepared in accordance with IFRS.

Be able to: navigate the system of regulatory legal acts regulating the accounting procedure in
accordance with international accounting standards; analyze and interpret financial, accounting
information contained in the statements (on the financial position of an economic entity, the financial
result of its activities, cash flows for the reporting period) compiled in accordance with IFRS,
enterprises of various forms of ownership, organizations, departments, etc. and use the information
obtained to make economic decisions (on granting/not granting loans, loans, investments);

Possess: the skills of independent work with international financial reporting standards for the
purposes of reporting; the ability to prepare financial statements necessary to meet the needs of
external users; the skills of analyzing the information of accounting financial statements under IFRS
and, as a result, forming an opinion on the financial condition of an economic entity.
