2. Must be able to make a logistical assessment of the activities of enterprises. determine the
scope of the application of the forces of entrepreneurs and apply appropriate economic, legal,
organizational and social instruments of influence on the use of the opportunities of market institutions
to promote the flow of goods, information, services.

3. Must master the technique of developing effective commodity distribution schemes. acquire
management, planning, organization skills in the main functional areas of logistics, i.e. transport,
warehousing, sales of products and stocks. acquire skills of a systematic approach to the logistics
system in order to cover all activities for the movement, storage of materials within the company and
its distribution plans.
