As a result of studying the course the student will: Possess basic general professional
theoretical knowledge of geography, geographical envelope, geomorphology with the basics of
geology, climatology with the basics of meteorology, hydrology, fundamentals of soil science,
landscape science, methods of landscape-geoecological design, monitoring and expertise; have
an idea of the prevalence of chemical elements in the environment, the most general patterns of
chemical and physical processes in the troposphere, hydrosphere and the pedosphere; to know
the chemical composition of geospheres and living matter, forms of migration and physico-
chemical conditions for finding chemical elements in the environment; to solve global and
regional geoecological problems.
